Welcome to our first set of open house/workshops on developing a Lake Michigan Coastal Management
Program (CMP) for Illinois. All interested parties are invited to attend these workshops and provide input
on areas of concerns and considerations on how to best develop a CMP for [llinois. We seek your input and
welcome your suggestions.

The Illinois Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) has been designated lead agency for developing a
CMP for Illinois. The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA) and the Office of the Lieutenant
Governor are assisting the IDNR in this effort.

What will be the purpose of the Illinois CMP?

The Coastal Management Program was established under the Coastal Zone Management Act of 1972. Itis
a voluntary program under which Illinois will be applying to the National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration (NOAA) for program approval and federal funding. The purpose of the Illinois Lake
Michigan Coastal Program (CMP} will be to enhance the State’s role in planning for and managing our
natural and cultural resources in the coastal region. Many federal, state, and local agencies manage resources
in the coastal region of Illinois. This will not change, as the fundamental roles of the agencies will remain
the same. The Illinois CMP will encourage coordination of agency efforts in the coastal region and will
provide opportunities for federal, state, and local stakeholders to cooperatively identify priorities for the
coastal region and to implement projects which address those priorities.

How can the Illinois CMP benefit coastal communities and why participate in this program?

Upon CMP approval, Illinois will be eligible to receive approximately $2 million/year, which will fund a
grants program to assist in implementing projects and studies designed to protect and enhance the natural
and cultural resources within our coastal zone. The CMP will create ecological, recreational and economic
opportunities for [llinois and may provide assistance in addressing the following areas:

Measures to improve the quality of coastal waters

Protection of wetlands and other natural resources

Planning process for erosion control, utility access and energy development
Technical assistance on coastal management issues

Provisions for improving public access for recreational purposes
Redevelopment of deteriorating and under utilized urban waterfronts and ports
Educational, interpretative and research measures

Engineering studies, designs and reports

Documentation, monitoring and analysis of coastal land use changes
Preservation and/or restoration of areas for their conservation. recreational, ecological, historical or
esthetic values
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What are we trying to accomplish through these open house/ workshops ?

Through a series of workshops, it is our desire to work together with local governments, interest groups, and
interested citizens, in the establishment of our CMP coastal boundary, to identify all areas of particular
concern or areas meriting special attention, and to establish a framework and process for program
administration. The workshops will be used as a forum for input and discussion.
