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- DRAFT - MINUTES OF LINCOLN PARK ADVISORY COUNCIL February  11, 2009 MEETING

The session convened at 6:45pm at Margate Park with President Vickie Matthews, presiding.

Presentation regarding the permit process
Dana Zilinski, the Assistant Director of Park Services (312-742-4846, dana.zilinski@chicagoparkdistrict.com) made a presentation regarding the parks permit process. Derrick Martin was also introduced, replacing Brian Loll as Area 5 Manager (312-287-3410). Here department handles events and functions, but NOT sports. Here are the key points:
- Any event with over 50 people, any event with sound amp or alcohol requires a permit

- If you want a specific site for a family event or function, need a permit

- Tennis courts at Waveland are controlled by private company

- Awarding of permits is a first-come, first-served process (prior to 2008 there was a ”grandfather” process favoring past users)
- The Park District has settled contracts on 3 major groups: Chicago Sport & Social Club, Players Sports Group and Sports Monster – this schedule is reviewed annually. CS&SC has use of the new soccer field into the fall of 2009.
- Permit holders should have a copy of the permit with them

- You can file for a permit online at http://www.cpdit01.com/resources/permits_2009 

- Clean up costs are built in to the permit fees

- Dollars from the use of a particular park do not flow back to that park

- To report abuse, call Derrick

- If you want to see who is using a specific playing field, you have to go to that field house (Vicky Galbreath is the

person who schedules the south Lincoln Park fields)

- Re: athletic events, an organization can request as many dates for use of a field as it likes, but it is up to the Park district to negotiate a fair distribution of usage

We asked:

- Can we get a list of permitted activities for Lincoln Park?
- Can we get a list of violators (e.g. permit holders who make a mess and do not clean up)?

- What is the Latin School’s usage of the new soccer field?

- How will ongoing lack of garbage collection at Montrose soccer fields be handled?

- Unrelated to permitting process, but related to overall service in park, the council asked for a list of budget cuts and how those cuts would affect Lincoln Park.
Meeting 
The meeting was called to order at 7:25 pm.

Agenda Approved

The agenda was moved and seconded, approved without comment.

Report from Park Staff

Cindy Jahraus (312-742-7726), Lincoln Park Cultural Center Supervisor, gave an activity report and passed out the Spring schedule of activities. The New Leaf theater is a professional group in residence at the Cultural Center - http://www.newleaftheatre.org – their current show is called “The Long Count.” The park is moving to place all registration for programs online, except Park Kids day camp (where people want to wait all night to sign up).
Park Liaison Report
Randi Doeker reported that the Park District board met earlier today at Gale park, now re-named Willye White. Reported that normal purchasing requirements were waived for stimulus program dollars. At the Jan. 28 board meeting the Park District Code was revised, using language acceptable to the Friends of the Parks.  An “Implementation Committee” has been established with three members of the public to participate. Also the board signed off on allowing the Park District to transfer property and do business with the 2016 Olympic Committee.
Minutes

Minutes from the January were approved (Grace Chun moved, Mary Gray seconded) passed unanimously.
Treasurer’s Report

The Council’s net assets as of September 30 were $1434.06. Approved without comment.
President’s Report

A Nominating Committee has been empanelled to prepare a slate of officers for review at the April meeting and vote for new board members and officers at the May annual meeting. Members of the committee: Betsy Altman, Coleen Blake, Veronica Cook, Chuck Goes, Lorraine. Members can only be in a leadership role for 3 consecutive years. Must have your dues paid by April 30 to vote in the May annual meeting (plus attend a total of 3 meetings).
- The artificial turf report should be given to the council at the March meeting.

- A discussion was held regarding revising the organization’s by-laws. It was decided to spend time at the March meeting reviewing the status of the by-laws.
New Business

Mark Kramer presented a plan to re-furbish a section of the park across from R.J. Grunts where construction has ripped up the sidewalk and some landscaping. He says he knows someone who is willing to pay for repairs and improvements and ongoing maintenance for that area. Funds might go to the Lincoln Park Conservancy to pay for this work. Becky Rossof moved, Chuck Goes seconds, motion to support this proposal (they will check with the Alderman
And Area Manager to lock down details). Passed unanimously. 

- A request was made to get a detailed agenda to members prior to the meeting.

- A request was made to put discussion of the Olympics on the March agenda.
